Don’t Get

Ripped Oft
On Home Repairs

Many homeowners consider summer

to mean the start of home repair and
remodeling season. Unfortunately, some
unscrupulous contractors see summer as
the start of home-repair rip-off season.
The Federal Trade Commission (FTC) is
reminding consumers who are not going to
do the work themselves, to be careful when
they hire contractors to do work on their
homes. Finding a competent and reliable
contractor, the FTC says, can be the first
step to a successful and satisfying home
improvement project.

In its “Read Up: How to be an Informed
Consumer” booklet, the FTC offers tips

on how to find the best contractor for the
job, and also advise on how to recognize
and avoid home repair scams. Not all
contractors, notes the FT'C, operate within
law, so it’s important that consumers be
wary of a contractor who:

* Solicits door-to-door
* Just happens to have materials
left over from a previous job
* Only accepts cash payments
* Asks you to get the required
building permits
« Tells you your job will
be a “demonstration”
* Pressures you for an immediate decision
* Offers exceptionally long guarantees
* Asks you to pay for the entire job upfront.

Don’t
be surprised when you use our lender ID number if it says “First Central Credit Union,
Austin, Texas,” because our loan partner is located in Austin.

Do you have a high school student who needs a computer? First Central can help with that!
Our personal loans are available with 2% APR* off the interest rate you’d normally qualify
for, until the end of August. Apply online at www. firstcentralcu.com, or come see one of our
loan officers today to get your student ready for another year of learning!

It is very important that the credit union have a current phone number and
current address for all members. As an added security feature of our debit
and credit cards, we notify members when suspicious transactions come
through on their account. If we are unable to reach the member by phone,
the debit or credit card will be suspended until we can contact the member
and verify the transaction.

If you are traveling this summer, please notify the credit union of a phone
number where you can be reached while you are away. You do not want
to be inconvenienced if you are completing transactions in another state
or country where you do not normally visit. Seeing those transactions
the credit card company might want to verify that it is indeed the member
who is making the purchases. If we are not be able to reach you, your
transactions will not be approved. For this reason, you might want to
consider listing the number of a cell phone that you will have with
you as your contact number.

First Central publishes four newsletters each year, one each quarter.
Two of the four are mailed to members on a semi-annual basis.
You can find all of our quarterly newsletters on our website,

www.firstcentralcu.org, under Services.

Wire transfer agreements MUST be on file in order for the credit union to
send a wire. We will not send a wire transfer without a properly completed
agreement after 7/31/07. The wire transfer form is available by download
from our website at www.firstcentralcu.com, or is available for you to pick
up at any of our locations.
